Introduction 
Maximum Accessible Housing of Ohio (MAHO), a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization, is seeking to obtain 
paid services of a professional photographer for materials we are developing on home accessibility. This 
RFP is open to anyone. 
 
Photography Services Overview 
MAHO has selected several homes (including houses and apartments) that exemplify accessible home 
design. We would require both exterior and interior photography of the home, its rooms and specific 
accessibility features. Examples of specific features are: 

 Door handles 

 Light switches 

 Handrails 

 Roll-under sinks 

 Roll-in shower 

 Grab bars 
We are looking to schedule the photography in December and will have four to six homes.

RFP Requirements 
Submissions should include a portfolio of work; portfolios may be digital or print. Preferred photography 
is of home and interior design. Please indicate if your rate is hourly or by project. Please indicate if you 
offer a reduced nonprofit rate. Lastly, please indicate how the photographs would be sent to MAHO and 
the expected timeframe to receive them after visiting each home.  
 
A contract will be signed between MAHO and the photographer that will outline services required, fees 
charged and payment schedule.
